AGITATION
We congratulate all our valiant comrades for the Historic movement on various issues affecting our members’ interest.  At last after our sustained struggle, we have been able to make the Management to respect the Bilateralism. Continuous protest demonstration at Administrative offices and Regional Business Offices all over the Circle after working hours and the participation of our committed members  from Bidhannagar Module including our lady comrades with spontaneous fervour and zeal on the “Sit on Starving” at the Bidhannagar  Administrative Office that lasted for 14 days at a stretch, exhibits our unity and solidarity and the Organizational strength that has acquired place in the history of the Trade Union Movement of our Bengal Circle that has always spearheaded any movement against the onslaughts of the Management to marginalise the mighty organization.
In our Strike call we had raised the following issues:
a) Wrongful Transfer and multiple transfers in a year violating Bilateral Agreement on Transfer Policy and Victimization of the Office-Bearer of the Circle Union: 

b) Misbehaviour and ill-treatment towards staff:

c) Mis-selling and Forced Selling in the name of Cross selling.
d) Undue Delay in Staff Related Matters

· Revision of Scheduled of charges of the cost of medical treatment for Award staff 

· Payment of Overtime wages on account of Demonetization which are still  pending

· Review of Overtime payment for ATM / CDM replenishment.
On the issue of brutal physical assault to Com. Samir Das by the Branch Manager of Tamluk Railway Station Branch we had demanded exemplary punishment to be meted out to the inhuman Branch Manager. On the issue of suspension of one of our staff member of our Chakdah Town branch we had demanded immediate withdrawal of the suspension order.

The most significant outcome of our movement is that the Management has agreed to resolve issues bilaterally which were long pending including legitimate compensation to MPST / HLST staff within a short time frame  after due consultation and discussion with the Union. The illegal transfer of one of our office- bearer Com. Pushpendu Singha has been settled after the intervention of the Regional Labour Commissioner (Central) who had given a qualified direction to the Bank in favour of our stand on the issue of wrongful transfer. The Management has principally agreed to reiterate the policy guidelines on Transfer down the line so as to ensure non-recurrence of transfer violating the extant norms / provisions of Transfer policy. In regard to misbehaviour and ill-treatment towards staff the Management has agreed to send messages down the line to sensitize Branch Heads on this regard. 
We salute all our comrades for their spontaneous response to our call for agitation thus keeping intact the rich legacy of our beloved Organization which is going to complete its 100 years in 2020 and that has always spearheaded the Trade Union Movement in India. We hope that the conviction and determination shown by our militant comrades who participated in the agitation and all hunger strikers that have ignited trade unionism amongst members will go a long way to keep the flame burning and will foil all attempts of attack on Trade Union.
Considering the positive and resolving attitude of the Management to settle all issues through bilateral discussion we have decided to call off the Agitation for the time being. We request all our members to rededicate themselves for exemplary service to our customers so that our Circle which is giantly striding ahead can outperform all other circles by our coordinated effort.
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
