Comrade Goutam Banerjee joined State Bank of India on 01/10/1981 at the time of framing of Modular Structure and was posted at Secretariat of the then CRM, Burdwan. Immediately after joining he became a close associate of Com. Sankareshwar Dutta , Com. Goutam Banerjee of Burdwan and Com. Basudeb Mukherjee of Purulia branch and also got closely associated with Com. Ashok Dutta. In 1982 he sought for transfer to Purulia Branch for personal reason and got involved in trade union activities after his cooption thereat as Assistant Secretary in 1983. He was elected as secretary of the unit in 1985 and came into focus for his steller role before the Regional Labour Commissioner (Central) at Asansol. He became the Regional Secretary of Region-III, Burdwan in Patna Conference in the year 1986.  After being Regional Secretary he devoted himself to strengthen the organization in the Districts of Bankura, Purulia, Birbhum, Western part of Burdwan and some parts of Hooghly District. He played an effective role with Com. Sankareshwar Dutta to establish the system of Secret Ballot in the Circle Council election. He was the Assistant General Secretary of the Burdwan Module from 1992 to 1998.  After NCBE Triennial Conference at Taki in 2011 he got further involved in the activities of NCBE. He defended quite a number of charge sheeted employees throughout the Bengal Circle and holds the unbeaten record of attending almost 262 cases in his career. He was well accepted and popular among the State Bank of India Staff Federation leaders. He became the Deputy Chief Secretary of SBISA in the year 2011 and thereafter became its Vice President. Later he was co-opted as Deputy General Secretary, Head Quarter, SBISA (Bengal Circle). Thereafter he became the General Secretary of NCBE in 2014. Subsequently he was chosen as the Convenor of UFBU (West Bengal). He played a leading role during the agitational programmes in demand of the Settlement 10th Bipartite Agreement. He is very much popular with the leaders of other trade unions in Banking Industry. He has a penchant for organizing the unorganized and temporary workers working in the Bank. This indomitable and irresistible urge made him take a pioneer role in forming the SBI Contractual Workers’ Association (Bengal Circle) and getting it registered under Trade Union Act. He left his family at the age of 58 years to serve the organization and stayed for the last 2 years of his service tenure at the Union Office leaving his family at Purulia.
Com. Banerjee is going to lay down his service from the bank as well as from the Association on 31st January 2017.  We wish him a hale, hearty and happy retired life. We are going to organize his farewell function on 30th January at Ashutosh Centenary Hall (Indian Museum) at 5.30pm.
