MAY DAY

“The day will come when our silence will be more powerful than the voices you are throttling today”
Last words of August spies which are written on Haymarket Martyrs Monument

‘No single event has influenced the history of Labor in Illinois, the United States, and even the world, more

    than the Chicago Haymarket Affair’. The red flag of the workers got redder with blood, many a labourer sacrificed his life in his protest against relentless oppression and inhuman exploitation and to fight in an organized manner to put an end to the barbaric system of working for unlimited time. 1st May was established by struggles and sacrifice of many as Labour Day and later celebrated as International Workers Day.

The successive Governments in India have tried to unleash innumerable undesirable scathing attacks on

workers and their unions by changing Labour Laws. Workers employed at more than 77% enterprises are being

denied the rights guaranteed by Labour Laws. Factories (Amendment) Bill 2014 toughens rules for registration of

trade unions, makes easier the retrenchment of workers and allows enterprises hiring upto 300 workers to lay off

without any official permission. By enactment of Banking Laws (Amendment Act) 2012 Govt has raised voting right to 26% and 10% for the shareholders in Private Banks and PSBs respectively from the earlier caps of 10% and 1% and now is planning to raise the limit of FD1 into banks to 49%. Bank Board Bureau was formed to bring the PSBs under Banking Investment Company and the Govt’s share in PSBs reduced to below 50%. All the five Associates and Bharatiya Mahila Bank got merged with SBI. Decision has been taken at Indra Dhanush to lead the PSBs by persons from private sector. License for 11 Private Payment Banks, 10 small Private Banks and 2 New Generation Private Banks were given. In the name of cashless economy the Fintech companies are allowed to thrive at the cost of customers. Inadequate recruitment, huge workload, frequent link failure, denial of the benefits guaranteed by the Awards and successive agreements and capricious out –of- the- norm transfer policies are the modern day weapons to butcher the interest of the employees. All low-end jobs like ATM service, Mobile Banking, Maintenance etc. have already been outsourced. Now management is considering to outsource even the permanent jobs. Unreachable targets at the whim of the management are being set for the employees who are not getting legitimate compensation for extra hours of work even during the hectic Demonetization Drive.

PFRDA rules have been amended with an aim to invest public money in private sector and allow 49% FDI

in Insurance Sector. Sixty seven discovered oil fields are being privatized and decision has been taken to disinvest

25% shares in all the five Public Sector General Insurance Companies. Govt. has already cleared 100% FDI in

strategic and sensitive sectors like defence, coal, petroleum, mining, power, telecom, civil aviation, satellites,

construction, pension funds, railway operations and maintenance and pharmaceuticals.

On the May Day let all of us take pledge to strive unitedly to snatch all our legitimate dues and fight against

the persistent attempts of the Govt. to privatize the Public Sector and its efforts to bring destructive labour reforms

and banking reforms beneficial only to the capitalists. Let us take pledge to take up the causes of labour against all

the retrograde steps and evil designs of the two- pronged attack by the Govt. and the management and keep our

powder dry for the great struggle ahead to ensure the ultimate victory of the working class.
