3rd CIRCLE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING

The 3rd Circle Executive Committee Meeting was held at the 5th Floor of LCPC, Kolkata, on the 17th June 2018 at 11 A.M. The meeting was presided over by Com. President who at the outset read out the Notice and briefly narrated the achievements of the Circle Association and also the steps taken to combat the Managements’ policies on illegal transfers across the Circle. Then he invited Com. General Secretary to speak on the agenda no. 1 viz. Organizational matters.

Com. General Secretary spoke at length on the following issues including the current scenario of the Banking Industry as well as in our Bank.

1. Left over cases of overtime wages on account of Demonetization

2. Non-release of Career Path optees.

3. Implementation of 5 year transfer policy in different Modules.

4. Anomalies in Inter Circle Transfer list approved by the Circle.
5. Management’s attempt to transfer staff above 57 years on redeployment was foiled.

6. Marketing staff viz. MPST/ HLST to work on Sundays / Holidays only on payment of overtime wages

7. Whole hearted participation by members in support of the epoch-making decision taken at the Federation Council Meeting to request the Bank to credit the incentives earned by the membership through cross-selling / marketing of JV products of Bank to the Commission account.

8. Celebration of completion of centenary year of SBISA.

9. Welfare measures undertaken by the Circle Association.

10 .Migration of jobs from the Central Accounts Office, Kolkata to Corporate Centre, Mumbai.

11 .Revamping the UFBU body in District Head quarters / other important centres.
