Shri Hrishikesh Bandopadhyay joined the Banking service on 13th July 1984. Before joining the Bank he left four jobs in different organizations which were no less attractive. At the tender age of just above 18 years while he had passed B.Sc Part I, he joined Primary Co-operative Society under the Jalpaiguri Central Co-operative Bank Ltd. in October 1976. Then he joined Post & Telegraph deptt. in Jalpaiguri and thereafter joined in Employees Provident Fund Organization at Siliguri followed by his joining LIC Divisional office. 
After joining State Bank of India he was posted in a branch called Bansbotte which was the then the remotest branch in our Circle. He soon became the Unit Secretary of the branch unit in August 1984 by dint of his sheer organizational capabilities and commitment for the members. He continued in the post till December’86. Thereafter he was transferred to Zonal office, Siliguri in January’87. Then in May’90 he was transferred to Jalpaiguri Town branch and became the Unit Secretary in April’92. He discharged his organisational role very efficiently in the post and drew the attention of the leaders. At the Triennial Circle General Council held at Krishnanagar he was inducted in the Circle committee as Zonal Secretary. His Trade union conviction and dedication for the members’ cause brought his elevation to the post of Regional Secretary of Region-III in April 2009 which prompted him to perform a large section of membes. He always stood beside the members and fought with the management to protect their legitimate rights. Thereafter, he was elevated to the post of Vice-President in SBISA and continued till date.
 He faced lot of upheaval in later part of his life because of his deteriorating health but that never deterred his Trade union commitment and zeal and his unputdownable spirit continued to serve the members. Our Union was greatly enriched by his invaluable contribution.
Com. Bandopadhyay is going to lay down his service from the Bank as well as from the Association on 31st January 2018. We wish him a very happy, healthy and active retired life.
