4th CIRCLE COMMITTEE MEETING

The 4th Circle Committee Meeting was held at SBI Howrah Branch on 20th January 2019 hosted by Howrah branch under Region-1 of Howrah Module. The meeting was presided over by the Circle President Com. Animesh Chatterjee.  At the outset, he welcomed all the members of the Circle committee to the 4th Circle committee meeting and mentioned in brief about the agitation and its outcome in respect of Bank’s unilateral decision of dismantling Central Accounts Office, Kolkata, implementation of outsourcing of Cash department jobs in the name of Cash Efficiency Project by the Bank highlighting the favourable order given by the Regional Labour Commissioner (C) and also other developments at the Circle level. Then he invited Com. General Secretary to speak on the agenda of Organizational matter.

Com. General Secretary in his speech mentioned in details about the agitational programme undertaken by the Circle Union on the issue of transfer of an Office-bearer of Bidhannagar Module against the laid down norms on transfer policy in which all the Office-bearers/ members including lady comrades participated in hunger strike before Bidhannagar Zonal Office and ultimately the issue was taken to RLC (C) and the Bank was compelled to change the said illegal transfer order. The Circle Union launched an agitation against Bank’s unilateral implementation of outsourcing of Cash department jobs in the name of Cash Efficiency Project (CEP) in five branches under Siliguri and Burdwan Modules and again the issue was taken to RLC (C) where a favourable decision was obtained to settle the issue bilaterally at the Corporate Centre between the Bank and the Staff Federation. Again on the issue of Bank’s unilateral decision of dismantling Central Accounts Office, Kolkata and shifting it to Central Office, Mumbai, the Circle Union formed a Joint Action Committee (JAC) with the Officers’ Association and after three months of continuous joint demonstration, both Association sat in Dharna under the banner of JAC and then on Hunger Strike jointly in front of CAO, Kolkata. At the request of the Bank to both the Federations the Hunger Strike was deferred. He said that the struggle should have been launched earlier as the Balance Sheet related job had started shifting since 2013 in a gradual manner and in 2017 the entire Shadow Balance Sheet was prepared in Mumbai and also CSPPC work had been shifted in the early part of 2017 but it was not at all reported to the Circle Union. For such sustained struggle, the Dispensary and Canteen facility were retained alongwith reappointment of Medical Officer thereat and PPG related job was retained thereat. 

Com. General Secretary also mentioned on the achievements of the Staff Federation and the signing of agreement on 17th January, 2019 at Corporate Centre on improvement of Domiciliary treatment. He also discussed in details on the following issues:

· Demand for Agreement on ATM Cash replenishment in on-site ATMs.

· Review of Vacation Policy

· Career Progression for Sub-ordinate staff

· Recruitment of Junior Associates and Inter Module Transfer

· Recruitment of Pharmacist/ Armourer/ Guard / Control Room Operator

· Mandatory requirement of 100 staff in a centre for setting up of Dispensary at RBO centres to include the nos. of Pensioner also.

· Carryover of LFC block for Award staff.

· Security- Risk Matrix to be reviewed.

· Transfer of Guards.

· Few cases of payment of O.T. for demonetisation 

· Out of the centre medical treatment without permission from Bank for both self and dependent family members.

· Inter Circle Transfer

· Historic Youth Convention to be held at Kolkata on 3rd February.

He stressed upon all to be united and maintain solidarity at all tiers so as to foil all the ill attempts of the Management.
